Child restraints in automobiles, like the seat belts used by adults, have saved
many lives. Laws requiring child restraints actually preceded those requiring seat belts.
Tennessee was the first state to require child restraints in the U.S. in 1978, and it
wasn’t until 1984 that New York became the first state to require seat belt use.

5 But child restraints for cars are not at all a new idea. In 1921, the “Baby Bag”
restraint not only slowed down active toddlers in the car, it also anticipated another
modern safety idea: “children sit in the back seat”.

Outside of psychology the notion of unconscious processing is widely attributed to
Sigmund Freud, who did indeed make central use of the thesis in constructing his
theory of personality dynamics.

The art of Hilaire Germain Edgar Degas reflects a concern for the psychology of
movement and expression and the harmony of line and continuity of contour. These
characteristics set Degas apart from the other impressionist painters, although he took
part in all but one of the 8 impressionist exhibitions between 1874 and 1886.

5 Degas was the son of a wealthy banker, and his aristocratic family background
instilled into his early art a haughty yet sensitive quality of detachment. As he grew up,
his idol was the painter Jean Auguste Ingres, whose example pointed him in the
direction of a classical draftsmanship, stressing balance and clarity of outline.

15 contemporary themes, painting both theatrical scenes and portraits with a strong
emphasis on the social and intellectual implications of props and setting.

In the early 1870s the female ballet dancer became his favorite theme. He
sketched from a live model in his studio and combined poses into groupings that
depicted rehearsal and performance scenes in which dancers on stage, entering the

20 stage, and resting or waiting to perform are shown simultaneously and in counterpoint,
often from an oblique angle of vision.

After 1880, Pastel became Degas's preferred medium. He used sharper colors
and gave greater attention to surface patterning, depicting milliners, laundresses, and
groups of dancers against backgrounds now only sketchily indicated. For the poses, he

Though strongly colored by Greek and Neo-Platonic influences, Christianity belongs to
the Hebraist rather than to the Hellenistic side of man's nature because Christianity
bases itself above all on faith and sets the man of faith above the man of reason.

Again and again, at the beginning of Christianity, St. Paul tells us that the faith he
5 preaches is foolishness to the Greeks, for they demand “wisdom” - which of course to
the Greeks meant rational philosophy and not religious faith.
