AT COLLEGES, WHAT'S OLD IS NEW

IV In fact, many students have mixed feelings about sharing their college years with people who
remind them of their grandparents. One student, Anton Creutzfeldt, is worried. "Older people might

object to the noise and late-night activities, which are part of the college experience," he says.

V  The Kargers do not accept this stereotype. Their main reason for choosing a college campus instead
of a typical retirement home is that they actually like to stay up late and enjoy activities even late in the

evening. They are also looking forward to the stimulating academic environment.

VI Other students say they might like having substitute grandparents on campus. Annie Yang says,
"Grannies are my weakness because I was raised by my grandmother. Also, there are many students like
me who would be happy to have older people on campus, especially if it means having to pay less for

their studies and housing."
