The Religious Society of Friends, commonly known as the Quakers, is a religious
community that was founded in England in the mid-seventeenth century. Some hundred
years later, a group called the Wardley Society broke away from the community and
moved to the New World — America — in search of religious freedom. The group
earned the name "Shaking Quakers", or simply Shakers, because their worship included
trembling, dancing, jumping up and down, and shaking all over.

The Shakers believed that they served God by approaching all tasks, even mundane
ones, with painstaking care. This attitude gave rise to a distinctive style of architecture,
furniture, and decorative arts. The Shaker style, with its clean lines and lack of
ornamentation, reflects the traditional Shaker values of simplicity, utility, and superior
craftsmanship. Although the Shakers were never a large community, they had a
considerable influence on American aesthetics. They pioneered the principles of form
and function that were later advocated by such notable architects and designers as John
Ruskin and Louis Sullivan.

The Shakers also embraced technology, believing that labor-saving devices would
give them more time for study and prayer. An astonishing variety of inventions that
have become part of the American lifestyle can be attributed to them. These include the
flat-edged broom, the motorized washing machine, the pea sheller, and the revolving
oven.

During the 1800s, Shaker communities dotted the farmlands of the United States
from Maine in the north to Florida in the south. At their peak, the Shakers numbered
6,000 members in 14 communities. However, because Shakers do not marry or have
children, most of their settlements have disappeared or been made into museums. There
is only one remaining place — New Gloucester, Maine — where the old ways are still
practiced by the last eight Shakers in the world.

Few creatures in the sea sport an odder appendage than the remora, which has an
elongated suction mechanism on top of its head. Remoras, tropical fish ranging in
length from 30 to 110 centimeters, are the hitchhikers of the sea. They catch rides by
affixing their suction disc to other creatures that can be up to twenty times their size,
such as sharks and sea turtles. They have even been known to attach themselves to
boats. This is reflected in the fish's scientific name: Echeneidae comes from Echeneis,
which is made up of two Greek words, echein (to hold) and naus (ship).

David Johnson of the Smithsonian National Museum of Natural History describes
the remora's suction disc as "one of the most remarkable and most highly modified
skeletal structures among vertebrates". Within the disc are paired rows of flexible
membranes, called lamellae, which are laid out like ribs. The flexibility of the lamellae
allows the remora's suction disc to mold to the uneven surface of another fish's body,
thereby creating a tight seal.

The relationship between the remora and the living organisms it attaches itself to is
a symbiotic one. There are three kinds of symbiosis: commensalism, in which one
organism benefits and the other is neither harmed nor helped; parasitism, in which one
side benefits at the expense of the other; and mutualism, in which both sides benefit.
Scientists disagree about the nature of the relationship between the remora and its hosts.
The remora clearly benefits from free transportation, and its proximity to a larger
animal protects it from predators and provides it with a steady supply of food from the
host's leftover scraps. But what about the host? Some researchers claim that a
passenger slows down the host's movement and increases its energy expenditure.
Others maintain that remoras are so much smaller than their hosts and so streamlined
that the effect of their presence is negligible. Do the hosts benefit in some way? Some
suggest that remoras eat small crustaceans that have become embedded in their hosts.
The counterargument, however, is that it is more likely that crustaceans fall off on their
own. If so, remoras would not be paying for the services rendered.

Fishermen around the world benefit from the remora. After they tie a line to its tail
and release it into the water, the remora swims off and attaches itself to a large fish or
sea turtle, enabling the fisherman to carefully reel in the catch. So how do fishermen
obtain their remora? They either get lucky and catch a fish with a remora attached or
they catch very young remoras in nets along with other fish and keep them until they are
old enough to be sent out to latch on to other fish.

Balloons hold an allure for people of all ages. Invented by English scientist
Michael Faraday in 1824, balloons were being mass produced by the beginning of the
twentieth century and soon became a much sought-after item. Indeed, millions of
dollars are spent annually on balloons, a favorite at all kinds of social and promotional
events.

Text II (Questions 18-22)

Elizabeth Cady Stanton first met Lucretia Mott in London in 1840, a chance
encounter that would herald a new era in women's history. Stanton, an anti-slavery
activist, and Mott, a Quaker and veteran advocate of social reform, had traveled as part
of the American delegation to the World Anti-Slavery Convention being held in the city.
After being denied seating on the grounds of their sex, Stanton and Mott became
convinced of the need to formally convene and address the condition of women. Eight
years would pass before the event that they envisioned would come about.

In July 1848, Mott was visiting her sister in Waterloo, New York, and Stanton was
living in nearby Seneca Falls when they met again at a social gathering. As discussion
turned to women's rights, Stanton argued that the time had come for women's issues to
be laid before the public and that women themselves must shoulder the responsibility.
Before the afternoon was out, the women had decided to call a convention "to discuss
the social, civil, and religious condition and rights of women".

Stanton was assigned the task of composing a Declaration of Sentiments for the
convention. Drawing upon the American Declaration of Independence, she submitted
that "all men and women are created equal" and went on to list the "injuries and
usurpations” suffered by women at the hands of men. Among the resolutions Stanton
drafted for the improvement of women's lot was one positing the radical assertion that it
was a woman's duty to obtain the right to vote. This resolution shocked even Lucretia
Mott, who exclaimed, "Why, Lizzie, you will make us ridiculous."

The Seneca Falls Convention took place that same summer at the Wesleyan
Methodist Church in Seneca Falls. It was publicized only by a small notice placed in
the Seneca County Courier, and the organizers anticipated a modest affair. "The
convention will not be so large as it otherwise might be, owing to the busy time with the
farmers," Mott told Stanton, "but it will be a beginning." Nonetheless, a crowd of three
hundred people, including forty men, came from miles away. How ironic that at this
juncture in the history of the women's movement, no woman was willing to preside over
the proceedings — the task fell to Lucretia Mott's husband.
